An International Certificate of Vaccination for yellow fever is required for
all travelers.

On 7 October 2019, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
issued a Travel Health Notice for a yellow fever outbreak in Nigeria that
has now spread throughout the country. The CDC recommends travelers
going to Nigeria should receive vaccination against yellow fever at least
10 days before travel and should take steps to prevent mosquito bites
while there; those never vaccinated against yellow fever should avoid
travel to Nigeria during the outbreak. See WHO recommendations.
